To improve the function, the valve control (8, Fig. 1) should be replaced with a modified
type.

The brass spacer washer (3, Fig. 2) should also be replaced at the same time with a steel

one.

The new valve control is recognized by the fact that it is marked in red and is a bit longer
than the previous one.

Vehicles with twin Zenith-Stromberg carburettors, fitted with hot start valve, and with
chassis No. lower than those given below, should be attended to at the first servicing
opportunity .
