You also get more power with
Volvo’s fuel injection, 130-hp at
6,000 rpm. And better economy.
Plus, we're very proud of this, low-
er exhaust emissions.

The rest of the Volvo engine isn’t
commonplace either. There’s a rug-
ged five-main bearing crankshaft,
high compression head with larger
intake valves and fully machined
combustion chambers.

The cooling system too is special.
It’s sealed and has a transparent ex-
pansion bottle to inspect the coolant
level.
